The "Russian Furtwaengler" remains almost entirely unknown to record collectors of the West.
Vagaries of sound reproduction, political climate and record distribution confined his admirers to
a relative handful until the advent of the compact disc. This listing is offered as partial remedy

for his neglect; it is by no means complete, but consists of recordings discovered in a close
reading of The World's Encyclopedia of Recorded Music, and what has appeared in digital
format (researched on the Internet). Others exist in Russian catalogs and radio archives.
